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What I find most irresistible with watercolour painting is the un-
predictability. The technique also allows me to work fast and intui-
tively.

The difference between the watercolour technique and most oth-
er painting techniques is that in watercolour you rarely get a second
chance. The watercolour pigments also have an inherent beauty.

The chance plays an important role in my painting.

[ seldom make an abstract painting. On the contrary, I mostly
have a rather clear picture of what I want to create, bur my inten-
tion is never to make a true copy of reality. The painting shall live
its own life.
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
